FORWARD BEND

Forward bends help to calm you so that you can be peaceful inside. They stretch
and strengthen your legs and help to open your spine and chest. They are a good
warm-up for back bends, but can also be used anywhere in your practice.

Gotilla

Flexible + Strong + Swinging

Squat with your knees open, Come up a bit and rest your
hands on the ground. elbows on your thighs.

Straighten your legs and Now swing to the left.

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BACK BEND

Back bends are great energizers. They complement forward
bends and help you to open your heart and build trust in yourself.
We recommend that you do back bends after you have warmed up.

Shatrk

Sleek « Powerful «+ Determined

1 “I am long and sleek.” 2 “l am a strong swimmer.”

Lie on your tummy. Clasp your hands behind your back.

3 “l am determined.” 4 “l am afierce shark!”
Roll your shoulders back, lift your Breathe, arch, lift and lengthen
hands, feet and chest. your whole body.

Sharks know what they want and go after it. Use this pose
to develop your strength, focus and determination.
